GENERAL INFORMATION

1. No electronic devices that produce sound or musical instruments shall be allowed in the 

registration holding area.
2. Students may NOT sing the cuts in the registration area while they wait to audition.

3. Directors must to be notified when the directors’ meeting is about to begin.  Remind them that they may have no further contact with auditioning students.

4. Because of the sight-reading audition, only one door or traffic flow in the registration holding area shall be used. Students shall be allowed to leave only with their section's guides. 

INSTRUCTIONS
1. You shall have a roster for all 8 sections to assist in calling students.
2. Mark off each number from the corresponding roster as soon as each student appears and is taken to the audition holding area by the audition holding area guide. You shall call all the same numbers together (i.e., A11-1, B11-1, C11-1, D11-1, etc ).

3. There shall be a short lunch break between the morning and afternoon auditions.
4. For the sight-reading round students who have not sight-read will be separated from students that have completed the sight-reading portion of the audition.  Upon conclusion of the sight-reading round all students shall wait in the registration holding area to wait for the results to be read.

5. At the conclusion of the audition students will pay their all-state organization fee and pick up a music packet at the location designated by the area chair and audition host.
